Re: Leasing Student Computers

Attachment: Lease Proposal

In effort to move forward with our technology initiatives laid out in our Three-year Technology
Plan and 2014 Technology Strategic Plan, I am recommending we enter into a three-year, fair
market value lease for 270 student notebook computers. 240 of these computers will go into our
eight English classrooms and, 30 of these computers will go into the newly renovated Media
Center. These Lenovo ThinkPad x140e computers are quoted to us at a price of $579/machine
for a total purchase price of $156,330.00. The fair market value option would allow us to pay
$145.899.27 in three annual payments of $48,633.09. At the end of the term, we have the option
to purchase the machines at fair market value, renew the lease, or return the ThinkPad computers
to Lenovo and acquire new devices from any vendor we choose.

The leasing option is attractive for several reasons:

o This option allows us ample devices for student use while the long-range budget for
increased technology is developed.
We are able to spread the cost against our technology CPF lines over three vears leaving
flexibility to address other technology items. I there is technology CPF money available
at the end of this year, we can encumber those 2014 funds for the 20135 lease payment to
keep the 2015 funds available.
A leasing option prevents us from being locked into a specific device for more than three
years. If the ThinkPad meets our students’ needs and proves durable, we can purchase at
the end of the term. If we would like to go another direction or look at new technology,
we return the equipment. These computers have a three warranty so they will be covered
through the entire lease term.

The school board recognizes the right of citizens and taxpayers to learn about and ofter
comments concerning the conduct of focal schools. Generally speaking, the
responsibility for decision-making is vested in locally-elected board members and school
administrators. The school board is charged with, among other things, the selection and
evaluation of the superintendent, establishment of the curriculum, and the setting o flocal
policy. Administrators are expected to implement those policies and carry out their
assigned legal and contractual duties.

To accomplish this objective, the Board endorses an affirmative public communication
policy and shall endeavor to keep the public informed about the school activities. In
cooperation with administrators and teachers, it will inform individual citizens and
groups about school activities and welcomes community input with regard to decisions
that have been or are to be made. While not required by law to do so, the board allows
for pre-arranged public comment on appropriate topics at its public meetings.

All Board meetings shall be open to the public and to the press. Closed executive
sessions shall be held only as permitted by law. Accurate minutes will be kept as
required by law.

Except when authorized to speak on behalf of the board itself, the statements of a board
member are those of the individual and do not necessarily reflect corporation policy of
the views of the entire board.

In accomplishing this objective, the board welcomes the interest and assistance of
publishers, editors, and media reporters.

[nformation which might invade the privacy or damage the reputation of pupils, their
parents and guardians, or staff members will not be released except as required by law.
Records and information that the law allows to be maintained in confidence shall be so
respected unless the board or superintendent authorizes its release after consultation with
legal counsel.

The superintendent and administration are authorized to prepare and disseminate notices,
publications and other communications intended to keep the public reasonably informed.
All school personnel shall seek to maintain relationships with pupils, parents,
organizations, and representatives of the media which will help implement this policy.
